These
individuals were provided assistance in the form of nutriments, financial aid, travel
assistance, medical and mental health care, childcare, and language interpretation among other
services.

As has been communicated by Governor Ehrlich, the fact that Maryland was
chosen as the first state to receive repatriation flights showed those arriving from
Lebanon the caring and humility that makes Maryland the best State in our great nation.
This undertaking would not have been possible without an outpouring of volunteer
assistance from the public and private sector that strongly contributed to a successful
transition for those repatriated citizens.
